Aromas of ripe blackberry bramble, toasty oak,  dark cherry and 
notes of vanilla, baking spice and fig fill the glass.  Vibrant acidity 
on the palate adds to the balanced mouthfeel of the wine.  Flavors of 
ripe black cherry, blackberry, blueberry and black tea round out the 
lengthy smooth finish.
